IV. Committees
A. Planning and Zoning:

1. Approve Yacht Club Fence Easement. A portion of the new fence
on the east side of Main Street was found to encroach on the right-
of-way. Instead of requiring the fence to be tom down and rebuilt
the Town Planning Commission recommended that the Town grant
a limited easement. All costs for drafting and filing of the
easement to be borne by the Yacht Club.

3. Approve the vacation of 6™ street. This is a platted but never
developed street running between Nebraska Row (Front Street)
and Whitefish Ave. If the Town Board approves a resolution to this
effect a public hearing will be required.

V. Town Hall Administration

B. Approve amended use agreement for Rec Center. The Bayfield School
Board made minor edits to the agreement previously approved agreement.
D. Review bid tabulation for the Clinic HVAC replacement.

G. Approve amendment of parking restrictions for the east side of Main
Street across from the Yacht Club. This is to prohibit parking on the right of
way outside the yacht club fence.

H. Approve Treasurer Bond. A treasurer bond was recommended by our
auditor Baker Tilly.



TOWN ADMINSTRATOR REPORT
May 12, 2026

The preliminary engineering study relating to accessibility options for access to the
Town Park beach identified four potential options. One of the options originally
suggested by Arnie Nelson would locate the ramp north and west of the current
stairs rather than on the lagoon side. This would have the advantage of not
disturbing the cliff and could, by following a natural valley, reduce excavation
costs. The main issue is that the plan would, since it crosses onto state-owned land,
require an easement from the state. The initial response from the State Park
Manager is that “the concept of an easement is possible” provided we give a more
detailed description of the proposed easement.

We have a zoom meeting with Kerber Rose on May 19" regarding the
implementation of the recently approved Qualified Transportation Benefit
program.

To resolve ongoing problems with Workhorse connectivity we will be switching
from cloud-based to server-based. This will save the Town some money as well.
By the time of the meeting on May 12™ the audio improvements for the Town

Board meeting room should be installed.

Due to unforeseen problems the school refurbishment project is now not expected

to be completed until November.

We are experiencing problems with two solar panel installations. Jolma Electric

will send over their solar maintenance technician to inspect them.

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Public Works Report

Spring is in the air! April blessed us with some very warm days allowing the Town crew to get started on

parks projects and road maintenance early this year. It also brought us a major windstorm, causing a 3-
day power outage for some Island residents.

On Friday the 17", straight line winds came across the lake at more than 60mph causing major damage
to the power grid. The Town Crew worked through Friday night, Saturday and Sunday in conjunction with
Xcel Energy removing trees from power lines and roads to restore electricity and safe travel on County H
and many of the town roads. The La Point Volunteer Fire Department was also out in force setting up
barricades and closing roads for downed power lines. There were also some private citizens helping move

downed trees of the roads Friday night which was a big help to Evan Erickson Jr. and myself as we were
the only crew members on the Island that night.

Working through the weekend we were able to open all the roads, but there were several additional days
of clean up and tree removal all over the island. Luckily there was no damage caused to any of the Town
buildings and all our backup generators worked as they should.

The Big Bay Town Park weathered the windstorm well. There were several canoes and kayaks blown off
the racks that we put back in place, a dozen or so trees down in campsites and across the roads and
parking lots. The Town Crew spent three days cleaning up campsites and trees.

The Ashland County Highway Department came over on Monday the 20" and spent a few days chipping
trees in the right-of-way on County H and taking down trees leaning over the road after the storm.

I know this was in my last report, but | will reiterate that the La Pointe Elementary School has temporarily
relocated during renovation to the Harry E. Nelson Rec Center. They moved in on April 6™ and will be
occupying this space until the end of the school year, and possibly longer depending on the length of the

renovation to the La Pointe School. The Public Bathrooms at the Rec Center will be closed to the Public
untit the end of the school year.

The Town Crew removed our snow removal equipment from dump trucks, pickup trucks and the grader
this month which is a guaranteed way to make sure we get another foot of snow....but we got lucky!!! We
only got a few inches of snow on April 3", and had the roads, dock and Airport cleaned up by 10am.

Looking forward to May, we witl be doing a lot of street and curb sweeping. We put down 180 yar
sand on the roads through the winter months, and it shows...

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April 2026 MRF Report

With the last snow disappearing, we started to get a taste of the upcoming busy season.
There was a large uptick in traffic for the month of April. Demo was a very popular item
coming into the MRF and it kept Woodstock and Micheal occupied. Micheal and
Woodstock have also been working at hauling loads of recyclables off the island to make
room for the upcoming summer. Looking forward to May, we will have more of our seasonal
residents making their way back, and the Marathon on the 16™.

April was a busy month for Micheal and Woodstock. Demo was the most popular item with
a total of 3 loads and a total weight of 25.35 tons. There was 1 load of solid waste taken to
mainland at 10.91 tons. We also had 3 hauls of recycling over the month. 1 load of
refrigerators at 3 tons, 1 load of cardboard at 8.1 tons generating $324 in recycling revenue,
and 1 load of aluminum cans totaling 3.43 tons and generating $3,773 in recycling revenue.
In total, we had 7 hauls at 50.79 tons. April of 2025, we had 5 hauls totaling 42.34 tons.
Overall, it was a productive month for getting materials off the island.

We have also seen an increase in bailing for the month. This month we made 5 bails. We
had 4 Cardboard bails totaling 4,210 pounds and one aluminum bail at 375 pounds. As

business start to order their inventory for the summer, we will see the mountains for
cardboard come in.

Our budget is starting to see the effects of higher fuel prices. Atypical fuel up for
Woodstock would be around $110-$150. Our last fuel up of Woodstock was $244.95.
Other expenses have increased as well due to fuel surcharges. For the 2027 budget, we
will be looing to increase our “Internal Hauling Expense” line item to make sure we are
covered for times like these. We will also be increasing our “Solid Waste Disposal
Expense” line item to adjust for the 5% yearly increase in tipping fees with Republic. We
should be able to keep other line items under budget to keep the overall budget on track.

At the end of April, | received an update on our new to us 2020 Western Star (potential
name of Casper) haul truck. The truck itself is ready to have the Galbreath hook and the
tarping system installed. Galbreath informed Carco that there was a 1-week delay of the
building of the hook. As we sit now, the hook should be detivered to Carco sometime
between June 6™ and June 12. Once Carco has the hook, the install should go quickly. We
should see the truck completed before the end of June if there are no more delays. In the
meantime, Woodstock will continue to be our onty haul truck.

The MRF solar has not been producing since last fall. Over the winter a contractor came
over and found the that “DC combiner box” was not functioning correctly. The partis still




warranty the box. At the time there was still snow and ice on the roof, so an inspection was
delayed until the roof was clear. The contractor is due back sometime in May to conduct
the inspection and hopefully we will have our solar back for the summer sun.

We had our annual compactor inspection and service conducted by IEG Service. MattH
tagged along again this year to see what these inspections entail. Overall, our equipment is
in good shape. Our recycling bailer is in great shape for its age, and we should be able to
get at least 10 more years out of it. Our new trash compactor is working properly and there
are no issues with it. Our other compactor that we currently use for paper and plastic isin
good shape but will need the hydraulic rams resealed within the next year We are receiving
a quote from IEG Service to do the resealing. We will look at their quote to see if we should
have IEG Service do the reseal, or if we will pull the hydraulic rams ourselves and send
them to a hydraulic shop in Michigan that we have used in the past.

Matt has tagged along the last two years for the inspection and service. He now knows
what to inspect and grease on our units. We will most likely have Matt conduct this service
twice a year and bring in IEG Service once every couple of years to check the units. This
will save us a fair amount in the budget. We would still use IEG Service in the event a unit
would break down.

The MRF pickup truck received some TLC over the month. Matt putin new parts in the
frontend, replaced the leaking radiator cap, and had an alignment done. The tailgate was
damaged and not working properly, so an aftermarket tailgate was ordered and will be
installed. We do not use a pickup truck often at the MRF, and with the Public Works 2021
chevy at the dealer for a new transmission, the MRF truck will be added into the Roads and
Parks fleet. The MRF truck has working air conditioning, which our parks workers
appreciate on some of the hot summer days. The 2008 Ford F250 will be available to the
MRF if we need a truck.

For the month of May, we will continue to see an increase in traffic as our summer
residents come back and the tourist season begins. We will also look to put together the
2027 auction in May if time allows. A couple notable items that will be in the auction are
the 1991 International 5-yard dump truck, the retired hooklift truck “The Beast” and the
Sanitary Districts Ford Ranger. The Island Closet should be opening sometime at the end
of May, an event many people are looking forward to. See you at the MRF

April 2026 Report

April was another busy month as property owners are eager to start construction and have been
submitting permits as well as asking a lot of zoning questions; which is a very good thing.
Described in more detail below, but in short, | was able to accomplish the following:

¢ Zoning Ordinance - Continued the in-depth review of the public comments and Town Plan
Commission (TPC) comments received on the Zoning Ordinance Re-Write. In April, the TPC
Members completed a final draft in preparation for a final Public Hearing, Legal Review and
then Town Board Review/Adoption. A Public Hearing notice was published in the Ashland
Daily Press newspaper on April 30* for the Public Hearing to be conducted on May 20% at 5
pm. The final document, using track changes, was also posted on the Town’s Website on
April 30™. The notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Library and Post office on the same
day. Finally, a hard copy was made available for review at Town Hall and the Library.

e Permits — Zoning permits started to be submitted in significant numbers the second half of
the month. During the month of April, five applications from property owners were
submitted, three of which were submitted the final week of April. My goal is always to
accommodate the property owners as close as possible to the meeting date as to not delay
any of their proposed efforts. This helps the property owners get projects started and
economically benefits the contractors in that they are able to start as soon as possible. All

permit applications that were submitted up to May 1%, are on the Agenda for TPC approval
on May 6".

e Grants - While not part of the TPC efforts, | was able to focus on several grant opportunities
during April. While described in more detail below, these efforts included submitting a
Letter of Intent for the 2026-2027 Harbor Assistance Program, exploring eligibility for the
Federal Transit Administration (FTA) Notice of Funding Opportunities published on April 6%,
and updating our Radio Interoperability grant application originally submitted in January.

| also participated in the Passenger Vessel Association (PVA) Fly-In Day in Washington DC
with Catl from MIFL, LLC. We met with a total of 6 Congressional Representatives and
staffers from the Mid-West including Senator Baldwin and Representative Massie.

In
addition, the Final DRAFT document was posted on the Town’s website. It was completed in
track changes which allow the proposed modifications to be readily to easily identified
since the original version in use since 2019.

Supporting the Short-Term Rental Administrator

The Short-Term Rental Administrator (STRA) and | continue to coordinate on all things short-term
rental. Since December, we have been working with a property owner regarding a series of written
complaints that we received regarding events in August and September. While it has been a lengthy
and complicated process, we are nearing the end of the review and will be meeting with the
property owner with our findings in May.

In response to the STRA's letter in February, residents are starting to submit their rental permit
applications for 2026. These are being reviewed in the order in which they arrive. Through the end
of April, 5 commercial permits and 6 daily permits have been issued ahead of the June deadline.

The STRA has also been working directly with VRBO for Qut of Compliance Renters and with Pam in
Ashland County sharing information about new State Regulations. This work is strengthening the
work that is being done by the Town to ensure continued smooth operations.

Grant Opportunities

April continued 1o be a busy grant month. We continue to explore potential grants offered by the T-
Mobile Hometown Grant Program. Grant applications are due by the end of each quarter of 2026
(June, September and December.) These grants are up to $50,000, if selected.

These efforts included submitting a Statement of Intentions for the 2026-2027 Harbor Assistance
Program on April 1st, and responding to the State of Wisconsin on the WISCOM Grant Application
submitted in January. We modified the Town Resolution to accommodate a slight overrun in the
Town’s Match which kept us in the running. The Federal Transit Administration (FTA) published a
Notice of Funding Opportunity on April 6™. That included grant opportunities for three programs
including Ferry Vessel Funding for Urban Areas (we do not qualify for this program), Ferry Vessel
Funding for Rural Areas (we do not qualify for this program because the route minimum is 15 miles,
we are at 2.5 miles), and Electric/Low-Emission Vessel Funding. After coordinating internally, with
Office of Program Management of FTA, and with the State of Wisconsin, it was determined that we
would not be submitting a grant application this year.

| traveled to and participated in the Passenger Vessel Association (PVA) Fly-In Day in Washington
DC with Cal from MIFL, LLC. We met with Congressional Representatives and staffers from the
Mid-West including Senator Baldwin and Representative Massie. We also met with Staffers from
Senator Durbin’s Office (IL), Senator Duckworth’s Office (IL) and Representative Quigley’s Office
(IL). This was a great annual opportunity to get the Island’s message and needs out to our elected
officials who may be able to help with federal funding in the upcoming budget cycles.

Finally, we are exploring Skatepark Grants through the Skatepark Project. They empower

community-led projects that create safe and inclusive public skateparks, skate spaces, and skate
spofts in underserved communities.

April brought strong winds and several power outages caused by downed trees and power
lines. In response, Police, Fire, and EMS developed a system to assist residents during
emergencies at the EMS building.

The town-owned flags have been replaced and will be flown at the EMS, Town Hall, and
dockside flagpoles. The retired flags will be disposed of through the VFW in Ashland.

Several property owners have returned and begun opening for the 2026 season, and so far, no
issues have been reported. The State and the Island Museum determined that the numerous
motion-alarm/callouts were caused by a septic pump alarm rather than a police-related issue.

Mike Wiggins indicated that the problem will be resolved, and the late-night callouts should
decrease.

The Police Department has a new chief. Following Chief Defoe’s retirement, the Town Board
promoted Sgt. Rossberger after he served several months as interim chief. Chief Rossberger
has also been recertified as an EMT with the Madeline Islands Ambulance, and Oftc.

Williams is currently recertifying as an EMT. The department has also reached a staffing
level that should help reduce overtime.

During
Wednesday night training, members conducted water shuttle operations while recording times as part
of our ISO insurance inspection process. The tanker performed flawlessly and passed testing with
flying colors. | want to again thank the board for its support and approval of the funding that made
this purchase possible. It is already proving to be an outstanding addition to our fleet.

As you know, we recently experienced a significant wind event that resulted in numerous downed
trees, blocked roadways, and power outages throughout the community. The La Pointe Fire
Department worked closely alongside the town crew to safely manage the incident. Together, crews
cleared roadways of debris, secured hazardous areas, and assisted with traffic control around downed
power lines and other hazards.

The Madeline Island Ambulance Service is grateful for another quiet month of operations.
During April, the service responded to a total of two calls. One of these was a standby request
for the Fire Department related to a downed tree on a power line. In situations such as these,
the ambulance service typically remains on standby unless there is an active fire or a direct
request from the Fire Department for medical support.

As we move into May, the service is preparing for the busy summer season. Upcoming events
include the Madeline Island Marathon on May 16th and Memorial Day weekend, both of
which mark the beginning of increased activity on the island. In anticipation, staffing levels will
be increased to ensure adequate coverage as tourism and call volume rise.

April’s training meeting focused on refresher coursework and required paperwork, assisting
members in completing the necessary requirements for license renewal. Additionally, significant

effort has been placed on seasonal preparation, including a full inventory check of equipment
and supplies.

To ensure operational readiness, the Town mechanic, Matt, will be conducting a comprehensive
inspection and maintenance review of both ambulances, following a detailed checklist to
confirm that all equipment and vehicles are in optimal condition for the summer months.

Most excitingly, Kye Castillo has successfully completed the EMT course through Allied
Medical Training and passed the National Registry of Emergency Medical Technicians

(NREMT) exam. Kye was previously an EMR on our service and we commend his willingness
and commitment to advance his certification.

As always, the Madeline Island Ambulance Service is actively seeking new members. The Town
of La Pointe covers all costs associated with training, making this a valuable and accessible
opportunity for those interested in serving their community. Members benefit from flexible
scheduling and the opportunity to work alongside a dedicated and supportive team. Anyone
interested is encouraged to reach out to Sarah for more information.

2026 RULES, REGULATIONS AND APPLICATION OF RATES
No. 5. Application of Rates
The rates herein set forth apply between the Bayfield Ferry Dock and the La Pointe Dock except when weather
conditions make temporary use of a substitute dock at Bayfield necessary.

No. 10. Payment of Charges

All charges shall be paid in cash at time of delivery except when special arrangements are made before
acceptance of freight. Charge accounts must be paid in full within 30 days after the end of the month unless
special arrangements are made. Customers with accounts over 45 days will not be allowed to purchase or add
to the magnetic cards for discount travel (passenger or car). Outstanding charge account $ may be taken off a
customer’'s NFC card balance and vice versa.

No. 15. Loading and unloading
All freight will be loaded and unloaded promptly but the right is reserved to postpone such operations
temporarily if they interfere with the fixed operating schedule of the boat used.

No. 20. Reservations

Because of the limited capacity of the ferry and because of the uncertainty of weather conditions, the
management reserves the right to restrict the number, quantity or size of vehicles or other articles of freight.
Management reserves the right to refuse to make any scheduled or special trip because of danger due to
weather conditions. Customers responsible for trucks over 25 feet long, a motor coach, or large loads, are
requested to call the La Pointe office to reserve space in advance. Reservations do not obligate the company
to load the above vehicle in disregard for safety or prudent judgment of the captain.

No. 25. Taxes
Any transportation tax shall be added to the rate of fare in each instance.

No. 30 Articles Not Accepted
The following articles will not be accepted for transportation:

e Articles of extraordinary value and/or the transportation of which is prohibited by law.
Articles or material liable to cause damage to or negatively affect other merchandise or equipment
Explosives or flammables (except in D.O.T. approved/marked vehicle or containers)

Articles poorly packaged or which arrive at our terminal in obviously damaged condition
Iltems of freight excessive in size or weight

Vehicles determined unsafe to drive or unsafe to transport due to substandard

equipment, weak brakes, leaking fluids, or center of gravity to high for sea state, or excessive
size or weight or flammables in large quantities in non-D.O.T. approved containers.

e Unmarked articles or suspicious materials

e Articles for customers with no charge accounts

1. Program Established. The Town hereby establishes a salary-reduction program allowing
eligible employees to elect to set aside pre-tax wages for ferry transportation under IRC
